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Connected to God, connected to each
other and connected to CDF. We have a
God who is faithful.

Recently | had the privilege of attending
the CDF Scottish Conference. |spenta
most inspiring day with nearly fifty
members, students and friends at St.
Mark’s Church in Perth, praising God,
praying together and hearing from God’s
Word. The day’s speaker was Alasdair
Fyfe, a retired Consultant Paediatric
Surgeon from Glasgow. Alasdair may be
retired from surgery but is certainly not
retired from life! There was much to
encourage and much to mull over.
Following the Conference, many of us
drove to a local carvery restaurant to

round the day off with a fellowship meal.

There is a full report of the Conference
elsewhere so what follows are my own
reflections following the teaching and
fellowship. (Matthew 6:25-33 and 1
Thessalonians 5: 12-24.)
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Whenever | drive anywhere | like to listen to
the radio or CD. Recently my CD choice was
10,000 Reasons by Matt Redman. For some
inexplicable reason the CD skipped a song
and began playing the track “Never Once”
written to celebrate God’s faithfulness. It
seems Matt Redman began to write the
song on a return visit to Atlanta, Georgia,
where he and his family had previously
been involved in planting a church. Since
then the family had returned to the UK. The
house in Atlanta hadn’t sold and the song
was inspired by the empty, echoey kitchen
of their old home. The words speak of
transition, the joys and struggles of life, and
remind us of God’s immense kindness and
faithfulness over every page of our lives.

“Looking just how far we’ve come ...
knowing that for every step ... you were
with us ... scars and struggles on the
way ... but with joy our hearts can say ...
never once did we walk alone ... you are
faithful God.”

For me, driving over the high ground of
Cumbria and Scotland to attend the
Conference, Matt’s song lyrics rang true.

| was on my way to stay with university
friends whom | had not seen since we
graduated together in July 1982. The
journey from Cumbria to Scotland,
although well known to me can present
unexpected challenges and difficulties.
This was no exception, whilst the weather
on this occasion was kind, roadworks in
the dark were tricky. Thankfully, |
managed to negotiate my way through
the thousands of traffic cones and emerge
still heading in the right direction; even
arriving a little earlier than predicted.

| expect we can all bring parts of our own
life journeys to mind when we have felt
alone and forgotten by God. However,
personal reflection reminds us that this is
not the case and we do have a God who is
faithful and is fully with us in the storms
of life.

For me, Alasdair's theme for the day; “Do
not worry-the One who calls you is
faithful” spoke directly to my heart,
reminding me to be thankful for what |
have. God wants me to enjoy what he has
given me. As | read my Bible | can expect
to hear Him speak and when | focus on
Jesus, the things | worry about will not
necessarily go away, but will take on
different characteristics. By God’s grace
he will bring me through. | need only to
do my part and God will do His.

My hosts for the weekend and | had 35
years of catching up to do in a short
space of time; friendships to rekindle,
memories to revisit, and family news to
share. | was reminded of the prayer

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meetings we attended in Dundee Dental
School in the late 70s and early 8os where
we were joined by representatives from
many parts of the Dental School and
Hospital including teachers, support staff
and students. God was at work in our
lives then as He is today. | was most
encouraged by the numbers of students
attending Day Conference from both
Glasgow and Dundee Dental Schools.
Groups meet regularly in both, supported
by members of staff. It was inspiring to
hear testimonies from Stephi, Claudia and
Graham, three of the students. They
spoke of a faithful God who guides them
day by day drawing them ever closer to
himself. Praise God for his faithfulness!

It has become our custom at CDF Family
Conference at Hothorpe Hall to encourage

delegates to pray for one another not
just during but after conference. As the
weekend draws to a close, we ask
delegates to return their name badges
which we place into a basket suggesting
each of us picks a different one out and
prays for that person throughout the
year. We did something similar at the
end of the Scotland Conference giving
each person the opportunity to pray for
another using a CDF bookmark with a
delegate’s name on it. Connected to
God, connected to each other and
connected to CDF.

So, what about these hardships that we
will most certainly endure and no doubt
worry about? When life is tough it helps
me if | remember that an aeroplane
takes off against the wind not with it.

Just because we face difficulties it does
not mean that we are necessarily doing
anything wrong. Jesus faced difficulties
and ultimately death and yet He never
did anything wrong. In Mark 14:36 we
read that in the Garden at Gethsemane
Jesus cried out to God to take away his
cup of suffering; “...take this cup from
me...” My prayer for myself and for CDF
is that we will have the courage to say
as Jesus did; “...not what | will, but what
you will.”

| qualified at Birmingham Dental School
in December 1947 and spent two years
National service in the Royal Army
Dental Corps, with one year in
Portsmouth with pleasant trips to the
Isle of Wight once a week and one year
in Austria with opportunities to learn to
ski and play a lot of tennis!

With several remarkable coincidences —
surely God incidences, | came to join the
NHS practice of Neve Knowles (one time
CDF president) in Wandsworth Common,
South London. | much enjoyed my work
there and stayed there my entire career.
My great aim was to overcome patients’
fear of the dentist and became, | hope, a
friend of the family. | had mothers
bringing their children and | could
remember the mother when they were
that age.

| enjoyed becoming the dentist at
Bethnal Green Medical Mission with
visits once a week to have fellowship
with the staff over lunch, followed by a
dental clinic and visits to some homes
where patients couldn’t get out. | visited
one man who was in tears at having to
leave his home after 70 years. It was the
time of pulling down slums and building
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tower block flats. Another time | was
extracting a root for a man sitting in his
armchair when his dog jumped up and
sat on his lap! | joined the mission
council, later becoming chairman and
had opportunities to lead study sessions
in the chapel on occasions.

In 1952 there were sufficient dental
graduates in UCCF so Douglas Munns
formed the Christian Dental Fellowship.
Our first meeting was in a dental waiting
room in Wimbledon. Soon annual
conferences, newsletters, one day
courses for missionaries in emergency
dentistry and links with students were
started.

Gordon Brattle led a committee to
arrange evangelistic meetings in London.
Some 150 gathered to hear well-known
evangelical preachers and enjoy
fellowship. When CDF started there were
only two missionary dentists we were in
contact with. It has been most
encouraging to see the way overseas
dental witness has extended with
Dentaid, Bridge2Aid, Mercy Ships etc. It
was a great experience to work in Andy
Patching’s mobile unit in Zambia and
also at Mseleni Hospital, KwaZulu for
periods after retirement. On one
occasion | extracted 48 teeth in one day!

In 1986 Richard Barwick, our accountant
on the CDF council recommended we
should have a prayer calendar. Lois
Mason thought it was a great idea but
wanted to know who would take it on. |
had just retired and was looking for jobs
to usefully fill my time and so

volunteered. Here | am, still at it 30 years

later! I'm so keen that all the CDF
activities should be surrounded in
prayer. “Apart from me you can do
nothing.” John 15:5. Emails are such a
blessing to get prayer needs escalated
promptly.

So | look back with great gratitude to
God for 64 years in CDF and continue to
feel concern for Christian dentists who
have not joined and are missing out on
s0 many blessings they could enjoy.

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Volunteering in refugee camps

The team

Frances' Story

One cannot imagine what it must be like
to live through a war where the risk of
being bombed is a daily trial, to have
fled your home and your country on an
unknown journey, to have left most of
your possessions behind and travel to
an uncertain and difficult future. We
could perhaps only imagine that the
experience would destroy our spirit,
leaving us physically and
psychologically downtrodden.

| worked for thirteen years in Africa, and
may have some claim to have seen what
life is like growing up and living in
poverty. But the plight of refugees is so
very different, and that is what inspired
me to respond to Dentaid’s advert to
provide dental services in the refugee
camps around Thessalonika.

What | saw in those camps in Greece is
the resilience of human nature; the
ability of the human body and mind to
withstand horrific ordeals, and yet still
live life with order and meaning and
amazingly, a modicum of normality.

| arrived in Greece with Rebecca, a 21
year old dental nurse from Bury, and
there we met up with Raj, a dentist who
now runs his own private clinic in Spain.
We dentists had total admiration for
Rebecca - a newly qualified nurse with
little experience in work or in travel - to
volunteer for such a role. And she was
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amazing, working hard each day in
difficult circumstances. Neither of them
were Christians, but had seen Dentaid’s
work and responded.

My first surprise was that the camps
were made up of container type
accommodation and not of tents. The
refugees had electricity and some Wi-Fi
and food was delivered three times a
day. However the camps were remote
and in desolate areas; one was on a
disused military airfield 50 km outside
Thessalonika; An existence | would find
depressing, restrictive and meaningless.

Making a refugee camp your home - a small
veranda can make all the difference

We also worked in these metal boxes
with a portable unit with high and slow
speed hand-pieces. Light was from your
loupes (if you had one) or a head torch;
suction was two plastic cups in the
patient’s hands — one for rinsing, one for
spitting. Well - it sort of worked.
Accessing and extirpating an upper 6
was a challenge!

And indeed that was how it was. As most
refugees are middle class Syrians and
Iragis with a history of good dentistry,
they had high expectation of keeping
their teeth.

Two patients stood out for me: a young
boy of nine years who smiled all the way
through his ID block and LLE extraction,
accompanied by his fourteen year old
brother who was the most pleasant
young man with good English, learnt in
school in Syria. And the last patient |
saw, a young woman in her 30s, who
came telling us that her front tooth was
discoloured and she didn’t like her
appearance. On examining her, she had
anterior crowns and bridges, but all that
was left of her posterior teeth were
retained roots. None of these were her
problem (and indeed were all sound). So
| duly filled her UR2 and did a composite
facing to match with the rest of her front
teeth. She left incredibly happy.
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Waking up the residents - "Dentists are here!"

This to me summed up our reason for
being there; it was not to perform
endless extractions and feel good about
ourselves, or be so overwhelmed with
work that we could not provide decent
dentistry for them. But it was to try and
make, in some small way, their lives that
little bit better. Just because you have
fled your home and have lost everything,
you still want to look nice and have
something to smile about. My prayer for
these people is that they can make new
homes and lives wherever they end up,
and are made to feel so welcome by the
communities they endeavour to belong
to.

Karen's Story

When | visited Thessaloniki, Northern
Greece, | had the privilege of working
alongside a wonderful group of people,
Paul the other dentist and three nurses;
Laura, Jade and Maddie. Dentaid
facilitated the team, arranging flights,
hotel accommodation and hire cars. We
worked alongside a dedicated ground
crew of interpreters and logistic folk, who
work for The Health Point Foundation.

Whilst in Greece, over two days we visited
three refugee camps, and between the
two dentists we saw approximately 70
people, providing a mixture of Gl fillings,
pulpectomies and dressings, as well as
extractions, to both children and adults.

We had portable chairs, sent out by
Dentaid, and equipment for extractions
and fillings but minimal suction and we
used head torches for light.

We received a warm welcome from the
camps and their residents. People are
starting to get processed and
interviewed, so now people have the
hope of moving out of the camps and
onto another European country.

There is an ongoing need for dental care
in the camps for years to come. Much of
the food provided to the camps has high
sugar content and this is having an
impact on the dental health of the camp
residents. Healthpoint is trying to
address this and giving oral health
education and preventative advice and
treatment to residents to counteract the
effects of a high sugar diet. We were
able to give out tooth brushes and
toothpaste to the patients we saw.

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Volunteering
with Dentaid

In 2017 Dentaid volunteers have visited
the Greek islands of Lesvos and Samos to
provide dental treatment for people living
in terrible pain. We have also had several
trips to the refugee camps around the city
of Thessaloniki in northern Greece.

Dentaid has sent dental equipment to the
refugee camps in Greece including
portable dental chairs and
instruments.The equipment is basic and
conditions are tough but you’ll be
rewarded with a warm welcome and have
the chance to provide pain relieving dental
care for people who really need your help.
Many of the refugees had first class dental
treatment in their home countries.

Volunteers will triage, treat and provide
aftercare for the refugees. Many patients
will require extractions and some refugees
have developed complex dental problems
since fleeing their homes. You will also
treat children and Dentaid will seek every
opportunity to provide oral health
promotion and tooth brushing
programmes once the refugees’ basic
dental needs have been met.

Since starting the project we have had
several requests for hygiene services and
we now have opportunities for hygienists
to join our teams.

In Northern Greece our volunteers work in
makeshift clinics, tents, containers and
warehouses to provide dental care for
hundreds of refugees. Throughout the
week you will visit several camps.

Volunteers will need to register with
Dentaid and our partners and ground co-
ordinators Health Point Foundation who
will give your details to the Greek
authorities to ensure you can gain access
to the camps.

The refugees come from many countries
including Syria, Iraq, Iran, Afghanistan,
Algeria and Libya. They have arrived in the
camps after fleeing war, persecution,
poverty and violence. They are very
grateful that British dental professionals
are willing to give up their time and use
their skills to help them.
