President's Address: "What does the
Lord require of You™?"

CDF has been approached recently for
radio interviews on dental issues that
have been in the media. Our aims state
that “CDF seeks to be an active
Christian influence in the dental
profession.” So what does this mean for
us as CDF? How do we live this out?

As CDF we aim to do this by several
means, including:

e Uniting and equipping Christians
working in the dental profession to live
out their Christian faith in life and at
work

e Encouraging and supporting dental
students and dental care professionals
in their training, including those who
have recently qualified

¢ Offering practical and spiritual support
to our Mission Partners throughout the
world, helping to meet specific needs

In addition, as we seek to increase CDF’s
Christian influence and take requests for
radio interviews, we are mindful to act
within the remit of our charitable
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objectives, and in addition, seek the
counsel of those with the experience of
specific scenarios and knowledge of the
facts and figures. Any comment we make
in response is unlikely to satisfy all, but
we seek to find the common ground and
reflect God's heart in all we say.

So, what does Scripture say about how
we are to be a Christian influence as we
live for Jesus in the places where we live
and work? Micah 6:8 tells us, “He has
shown you, O mortal, what is good. And
what does the Lord require of you? To act
justly and to love mercy and to walk
humbly with your God.” How might we
apply these words?

“Act justly” would have been understood
by Micah’s audience as living with a
sense of right and wrong. We too are to
act justly with all; staff, patients, even
HMRC, and to “give to Caesar what is
Caesar’s and give to God what is God’s.”
Let us also with sincerity give credit
where credit is due for new measures put
in place, give time for measures to bed
in, whilst still acknowledging that more

needs to be done. We are also to act
justly in speaking up for the voiceless,
the vulnerable, the poorest and the
neediest. For some of us it means to go
even further and advocate on their
behalf.

“Loving mercy” is not giving others what
they deserve by way of punishment,
instead showing compassion and
forgiveness. Grace is giving others what
they do not deserve; the free and
unmerited favour of God. For each of us,
in recognising God’s mercy towards
ourselves, we are then to reflect that
mercy to others and so treat people with
mercy and grace. Zechariah 7:9 says,
“This is what the Lord Almighty said:
‘Administer true justice; show mercy and
compassion to one another.””

In our dealings with those in authority we
are commanded to pray for those in
authority, so let us remember those in
the offices of the CDO in the four nations
of the UK and those also who are part of
the commissioning boards (ICBs). Let us
hold Eddie Crouch and others in the BDA
in prayer as they represent the dental
profession and speak up for patients’ and
dentists’ interests to the government. Let
us be just and merciful towards them, for
both justice and mercy are foundational
to God’s character and Matthew 5:7 tells
us, “Blessed are the merciful, for they will
be shown mercy.”

As an apolitical fellowship, what can we
say and how can we say it?

Whatever path we take we must be
mindful to “walk humbly” and in step
with our God.

Whenever we speak as CDF, and
whatever we say, we aim to give a
balanced, measured, reasonable, factual,
constructive and Godly response or

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comment. When we have opportunities,
we seek to speak in line with the gospel
in:

e Appealing for an affordable, accessible,
fair NHS dental service that at the very
least addresses the dental needs of the
poorest, neediest, and most
disadvantaged in our society

e Supporting and encouraging dental
professionals, acknowledging the need
for well-being amongst the dental
workforce

To “walk humbly” is a description of the
heart’s attitude toward God. As God’s
people we are to depend on Him rather
than our own abilities. Instead of taking
pride in what we bring to God, we humbly
recognise that no amount of personal
sacrifice, as was common practice in
Micah’s day, can replace a heart
committed to justice and love. The
response of a Godly heart is outward (do
justice), inward (love mercy), and upward
(walk humbly). The challenge is to do this
as individuals and also as CDF.

As individual members we perhaps might
take this opportunity to reflect on how we

can each respond to the words of Micah.
Some CDF members are members of, and
are active in, the BDA. Others are part of
their LDC (Local Dental Committee) or
MCN (Managed Clinical Network). Others
too work with commissioning boards
(ICBs) locally. These are all good places
and present opportunities to be salt and
light, and places where our Christian
influence, through godly character, can
shine through.

For those of us for whom serving in this
way is not our gifting then writing to our
MP about our concerns for our patients,
colleagues or dental provision is another
way in which we can speak out for justice
and mercy. In doing so, may we endear
ourselves and God by having a measured,
reasoned and constructive voice before
those who make decisions and lead
policy. Daniel is a good example to follow
in this respect, holding strong to his
beliefs even in the face of death, whilst
also being known and called upon for his
wisdom and godliness.

Meanwhile, please pray for CDF for
wisdom in these matters, as James 3:17
tells us “The wisdom that comes from

heaven is first of all pure; then peace-
loving, considerate, submissive, full
of mercy and good fruit, impartial and
sincere.”

Last year we
sponsored Rebecca in her second year as
a dental therapist training at ELWA
hospital in Liberia, and it was a joy to see
her on video thriving in her studies,
knowing we have played a small part in
her success. Throughout the day we had

the opportunity to help her and the work
of ELWA, and we raised an amazing £590.

During our meeting, we were inspired by
the stories shared by members of CDF
who are a part of various missions both
domestically and internationally. Their
experiences included dental campaigns in
Burkina Faso, Burundi and with the Mercy
Ships. We also learned about short-term
opportunities for dentists to volunteer in
Burundi and the chance to be part of a
church planting team in Galashiels. We
were moved by the work of the Hope
Centre, which is bringing hope and the
gospel to the people of Ibrox.

We were especially blessed with ample
time to connect with old and new friends
throughout the day. It was a wonderful
day filled with inspiring testimonies, the
word of God and great fellowship.

CDF
member Willy Thomas George kindly
agreed to be interviewed for this edition.

What is your job? Greetings all! | am Willy
Thomas George, an overseas qualified
Dentist currently serving as a Teaching
Fellow in Orthodontics and Endodontics
administration at the esteemed College of
Medicine and Dentistry (COMD) in
Birmingham. While I'm temporarily
sidelined from clinical practice, I'm
certainly not letting my skills gather dust.
To ensure | remain sharp and up-to-date,
during the evenings I've taken up a role as
a dental assistant at Scott Arms Dental
Practice (SADP) in Birmingham. After all, |
wouldn't want to mix up composite and GIC
when I'm back in the chair, now would I?

What does your surgery window look out
on? | am confident to say that no one
would have the view | have! As | glance
through the window next to my desk at
COMD, the mighty presence of the General
Dental Council building never fails to catch
my evye. Its sight serves as a steadfast
reminder to uphold the sacred values of our
profession, rooted in the teachings of Christ
and his kingdom principles. Each morning,
as | pass by the GDC, | offer a prayer for the
well-being and integrity of our profession.

At SADP, where we boast a whopping 23
surgeries, every day brings a new visual
adventure. Sometimes it's a slideshow of
before-and-after treatment pictures; other
timesit's a gallery of the impressive
university degrees the esteemed dentists
have earned. And believe it or not, on
occasion, our view resembles a scene
straight out of a wildlife documentary, with
cats, squirrels, birds, and yes, even a fox or
two, frolicking in the beautiful garden
outside our windows. It's a veritable feast
for the eyes!

What are some of the things you enjoy
about your work, and what are some of the
challenges? Working with master's
students at the college keeps me on my
toes - there's never a dull moment, that's
for sure! Their boundless energy is
infectious, though admittedly, keeping
them content is like trying to juggle flaming
dental instruments. When it comes to
dentistry, the UK isn't as exotic as some

local dentists force you to believe. To my
surprise, it’s still the same old 32 teeth,
familiar drills, suction tips, and trusty
dental chairs. However, what's truly
intriguing is the crash course in British
culture | get alongside my dental
education. There's something oddly
comforting about knowing you can
approach anyone with a casual "You
alright?!"

As for challenges, the biggest struggle is
biting my tongue and not swooping in to
take over procedures myself! Some days,
the urge to roll up my sleeves and fix things
can be overwhelming.

How does your Christian faith impact your
work day-to-day? As a Christian, | always
aim to pray at the start of the day at my
desk. | also make sure my computer screen
displays an amalgamation of Bible verses
which say about Jesus Christ being the Lord
and only way to eternity. Living by kingdom
values is important to me because it earns
people's trust and shows them there's
something different about me.

| am reminded of a patient | met yesterday
who had this ‘grace’ about her. When she
saw the battle with the anaesthetic needle
was unavoidable she said the words “Lord
have mercy” and this gave me great joy
(not the sadistic one) knowing that she was
a believer. Instances like these encourage
and remind you that the church of Christ is
universal. Brothers and sisters in the Lord
are around us and we have the duty to
expand this kingdom by making known the
work of the cross!

Do you have a particular Bible verse or
song that God has been using to speak to
you recently? Through various joyful
celebrations and challenging trials alike,
the profoundly theological song King of
Kings (Hillsong) consistently instils in me a
sense of hope for the future. Its powerful
message reminds me of the enduring work
of Jesus on the cross at Calvary two
millennia ago, offering encouragement in

every circumstance. This song speaks
about our identity in Christ, and |
wholeheartedly encourage you to listen to
it. Be prepared with tissues as you reflect
on its lyrics and worship the Lord. Praise be
to God!

How can we pray for you and others in
your particular area of dentistry? I'm
currently working towards my DCT1 post
and clearing my ORE exams. God willing,
part 1 of the ORE is scheduled for August
2024, followed by part 2 in early 2025.
Passing these exams will grant me
independent registration to practice
dentistry in the UK. Your prayers for my
success in these endeavours would be
greatly appreciated.

Thank you for affording me this platform to
share. May the glory of Jesus be magnified.

Country Spotlight:
Nepal

Social justice is a huge challenge in this
largely Hindu mountain Kingdom of 30
million people, one of the poorest
countries in the world. Much has been
achieved, but poverty, political struggles,
geography and the caste system still
leave many people struggling and
oppressed.

Nepal has experienced huge changes in the
last 20 years. The absolute power of the
Hindu monarchy ended in 2008, and a
tumultuous decade followed that
eventually saw the establishment of a
federal republic as a secular state. This was
an answer to the prayers of most Christians
in Nepal! Although Nepal is a secular
country, an anti-conversion law was passed
in 2017, primarily intended to limit Christian
evangelism Christian mission and defend
Nepal’s Hindu traditions. It has not
succeeded in slowing the spread of the
gospel; Nepal’s Christians continue to
share the good news. Pray for wisdom and
courage for all who wish to be witnesses
for Christ in Nepal.

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Return to Dolpa, Nepal: A Photo Diary

a recent dental project in Dolpa: “In
January 2024 | visited 3 different
villages and one town in Dolpa - Kagne,
Kaike, Jyiu and Dunai (the town). |
treated 34 patients in Kagne, 24
patients in Kaike, 52 in Jyiu and 4o in
Dunai.

Most of the children who visited the
dental clinic received toothbrushes and
toothpaste. | had an opportunity to train

government officials about how to teach
an oral hygiene class to the children. |
gave them 180 toothbrushes and pastes
to be given to the children in the school
and in the church. | along with the local
church leaders (from Lower Dolpa)
visited the local prison to give oral
hygiene classes and distributed 35
toothbrushes and fluoridated
toothpaste.”

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Christian Principles in Professional Life

Paul writes to the Christians in Rome,
“So here’s what | want you to do, God
helping you: Take your everyday,
ordinary life—your sleeping, eating,
going-to-work, and walking-around
life—and place it before God as an
offering. Embracing what God does for
you is the best thing you can do for him.
Don’t become so well-adjusted to your
culture that you fit into it without even
thinking.

Instead, fix your attention on God. You’ll
be changed from the inside out. Readily
recognize what he wants from you, and
quickly respond to it. Unlike the culture
around you, always dragging you down
to its level of immaturity, God brings the
best out of you, develops well-formed
maturity in you. " (Romans 12:1-2, MSG).

Here are three principles to remember:
integrity, charity and serenity.

1. Integrity

The dictionary definition of integrity is,
“Wholeness, soundness, uprightness,
honesty, someone to be relied upon.
Trustworthy - won't let you down, keeps
promises.” Good conscientious work
may sometimes be a drudgery but let us
adopt the attitude of the worker who put
this notice by the kitchen sink: “Divine
service to be held here three times
daily."The world's attitude may be
"more pay, less work" or "only work
when being watched", but remember
that Jesus had a secular job until he was
30 years old, a carpenter - no preaching
or healing. There were no ill-fitting
window frames in Nazareth! “This is my
son in whom | am well pleased." He
grew in wisdom and stature and favour
with God and man. Are we pleasing to
God in our work? We witness by our
work, not only in the times we
specifically speak of Christian things. A
Chinese proverb says, “Your actions
speak so loud, | can't hear what you
say". If we are walking close to the Lord,
sensitive to his guiding, living in the
centre of his will, then our work will be
to the glory of God.

The Pharisees were hypocrites and play
actors, outwardly religious but inwardly
full of pride, arrogance and bitterness in
the heart. We too can be concerned for
MY gifts, MY appearance, angry if our
pride is hurt or if asked to do a menial
task. We can become jealous of another's
ability or success, or have personality
problems in the staff. | heard of a city
office where it was the custom never to
admit a mistake. A Christian willing to
confess and apologise may be a greater
witness than many sermons! Read
Michael Griffith's book Consistent
Christianity, calling for honesty in many
aspects of life. Let us not be caught up in
the self-complacency of the affluent
society, a better home or bigger car. Let us
hold our possessions lightly. Failure to
tithe among Christians is causing many
missions to be in desperate need today.
May we be able to say with Paul, "/
always take pains to have a clear
conscience towards God and man" -
transparent Christians!

2. Charity

Loving concern for others must be a
feature in all our relationships with
patients, colleagues and staff as well as
not neglecting our family. Let us in our
imagination put ourselves in the place of
others, as Ezekiel said, "/ sat where they
sat.” (Ezekiel 3:15). Job pleaded, "If your
soul were in my soul’s stead..."(Job 16:4).
| heard of someone whose wife was in
hospital and he asked a Christian
colleague to do his late turn at work. The
Christian’s reply was, "I'm sorry, | have a
meeting to go to!" Our Lord saw the

crowds and had compassion on them. Is
our reaction compassion or criticism
when we see a badly neglected mouth?
The good Samaritan was moved with
compassion but he might have said, “He's
a stranger.. a different race... | might be
attacked next. I'm in a hurry...” Does the
love of Christ constrain us? | read of an an
obituary, "He went about lighting fires in
cold rooms". We read in 1 Corinthians 13,
"Love is very patient and kind, never
jealous or envious, never boastful or
proud, never haughty or selfish or rude.
Love does not demand it's own way. It is
not irritable or touchy." (Living Bible) |
once had a gam patient on Monday
morning who jokingly said, "/ made a
mistake scheduling an appointment at
this time when you may be feeling
grumpy facing work after the week-end
break." | laughed and assured him I'd
been in church on Sunday and was
refreshed for the challenges of the coming
week! What about your home life? Is it a
happier place because you are there?

3. Serenity

We have to admit that there is in dentistry
many times of stress in all the pressures
of daily work. Let us our pray the words of
the hymn, “Take from our souls the strain
and stress and let our ordered lives
confess the beauty of Thy peace." We
may come home from work sometimes
physically, mentally and emotionally
drained. Take the illustration of a deep
sea diver, surrounded by the sea but
protected by his helmet and suit. He is
trusting in the man in the boat above for
communication and supply of air. We may
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be surrounded with a "sea" of troubles,
temptations, misunderstandings,
disappointments, failures and overwork,
but as the Lord pours his grace into our
lives, we can have that serenity that
inspires trust. Where there is moodiness,
irritability and tempers that flare up when
difficulties arise, God's Spirit gives us
inner peace. We can have that inner joy
not dependent on circumstances around
us. A translation of Ephesians 5:18 is "Be
being filled with the Spirit” - a continuous
experience.

So, in touch with God's power, may we all
in CDF show forth the Christlike qualities
of integrity, charity and serenity in our
daily work.

Those of us who have had
camping holidays in the UK recall how
thankful we were for rainproof tents when it
rained! When tents were required for the
Roman army, they would have to face a
variety of climates in the Roman Empire.

Canvas was also used for sails. Paul must
have often repaired tears in sails of ships
battered by storms in the Mediterranean
Sea. Another task was the manufacture of
leather goods. We in CDF are also called to
serve the community in various dental
needs; we repair the ravages of caries with
fillings and crowns etc. as painlessly as

possible, and we have to overcome the
patient’s fear of the dentist as Spirit-filled
Christians exhibiting the fruit of the spirit.

Secondly, there was a great sense of
fellowship as Paul worked alongside
Priscilla and Aquila in hospitality and
teaching; Paul even testifies that "they
risked their lives for me" (Romans

16:4). Wow, what a story that must have
been! | found it a great blessing to work with
Christian colleagues. The Lord led me by
three amazing coincidences, “God-
incidences", to a practice where the staff
were Christians. We sought to be a witness
by our behaviour and having Christian
literature in the waiting room. | stayed in the
practice for the 35 years of my professional
life, quite close to my church to which we
were able to invite patients. Christian
dentists who do not join CDF miss out on so
many blessings, such as the fellowship at
conferences and local gatherings.
Volunteering for the Council and faithfully
using the daily prayer diary are also means
of getting involved.

(Reaching Unreached dental Needs),
providing dental care in his home country.

In case you’d forgotten it was a dental
conference, we also have a couple of
special features. Our clinical lecture will
be delivered by Charlotte Curl who is very
qualified to speak on care of those with
dementia. She has written papers and
article for the BDJ on the subject and
writes, “Dementia is one of the biggest
health challenges facing the NHS in the
UK; there are currently 944,000 people
living with dementia in the UK and it is
estimated that this number will rise to 1.6
million by 2050; this presents a massive
challenge for the UK dental workforce.

this talk, we will look at ways in which the
dental team can better serve our patients
who live with dementia, providing
practical tips and techniques.”

Last year at the request of one of the
Zoom groups we held an NHS Forum for
those to meet and air their views and
concerns regarding the present
challenging situation many face in
General Practice in particular.
